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For the past 115 years, Nanutarra – the grand Victorian, Georgian, 
limestone residence located at 32 Alexandra Road, has been one of 
the finest examples of a European settlement dwelling in the area.

Nanutarra is conveniently perched on one side of the one acre lot 
(4056sqm) on which it stands making the property a viable site 
for subdivision and 
development.

The land at the rear of 
the home, affectionately 
known as ‘the back 
paddock’, has been 
approved by the 
Western Australian 
Planning Commission 
for the creation of four 
new homesites. At 
the conclusion of the 
proposed development, Nanutarra would still be one of the largest 
private landholdings in the area sitting on almost 1900sqm of land.

The home is believed to have been originally built as the ‘town’ house 
for the Highham family, owners of Nanutarra Pastoral Station located 
in the State’s northwest. The family’s name is synonymous with the 
development of coastal shipping ports, stock routes and overland 
travel in the north.

In 1953 the Gregory family, direct relatives of Principal Glen O’Brien, 
purchased the home. They later sold it to the Hayman family in the 
early 60’s for around £7000.
